For current students, please complete the Re-enrollment form and forward with deposits of $375 per
child to Diana Morales at Central Office by Wednesday, February 29, 2012.

After February 29, WITH NO GUARANTEE THAT SPACES ARE AVAILABLE,
From March 1 — 29" the fee is $500
From April 8 — 30" the fee is $600
May 1* and after the fee is $700

HOW DO WE ENROLL SIBLINGS?

For siblings entering CPS for the first time, each student needs to complete entry forms, testing and
interviews. To reserve a space, a deposit of $500 is required and applies towards tuition. It is non-
refundable. Many classes are filling up rapidly, so it is absolutely vital to indicate your intentions NOW.
WE CANNOT GUARANTEE SPACES FOR STUDENTS AFTER FEBRUARY 29 when enrollment will be opened to
the general public on a first-come, first-served basis.
